His presentation,
Public Safety Standby aaddlessdd thd rufee andGeulagonsdating publiP e r
agencies with emergency generators. Mr. Hickman addressed several of the more challenging rules such as the
annual 200-hour rule limiting the running time on generators (http://www.agmd.gov/home/permits/emergency

eral Southern California cities and counties discussed their experiences asserting that they are spending large
amount of money, trying to get variances, to avoid fines with minimal success. This limits their options to pay-
ing large fees or taking a critical public safety communications site off the air. After the presentation, Presi-
dent-Elect Howard Newton thanked Mr. Hickman for an informative presentation and presented him with a
chapter challenge coin as a token of our appreciation.
