Background

The California Public-Safety Radio Association is the Southern California Chapter of the Association of Public-Safety Communications Officials – International (APCO – International).  The chapter’s 560 members represent over 230 Public Safety & 911 Communications services from State, County, Local Government, Police, Fire and EMS agencies throughout Southern California.

Each year, the association recognizes public safety telecommunications professionals from throughout Southern California at its annual Telecommunicator Awards Banquet each April during National Telecommunicator’s Week.  These awards recognize the best of the Telecommunicator profession in categories of Dispatcher of the Year, Supervisor of the Year, Team and Individual Performance of the Year.

In keeping with the association’s desire to recognize the best in our profession, the Annual RF Telecommunications Manager, RF Engineer, RF Technician, and IT Technician Awards have been created to recognize our top performers working in the field of Public Safety.  Nominees may be directly employed by a Public Safety Agency or an employee of a contractor providing contract maintenance/service to a Public Safety Agency.
The winner of the RF Technician award will be recognized and presented his/her award during the 2012 National Telecommunicator’s Week and submitted to APCO as a candidate for the national award selection.  Also, the winner will receive a one year’s APCO membership.
Note:  Nomination is for performance during the 2011 calendar year (January 1, 2011 to December 31, 2011)
